He told Telangana Today,
“The capacity augmentation
at the plant is in progress
and by July, we expect the
expanded capacity will be
available. We are roughly

investing Rs 12 crore into
the brownfield activity. The
plant has been operational
since 2010.”

When asked about global
markets, he said, “We had
been exporting to the US
market all these years. We
will start exploring the Eu-
ropean market soon. We see
there will be continued de-
mand in both automotive
and agriculture sectors, Ex-
ports already account for
about 70 per cent of our sup-
plies, which we do it
through our dedicated dis-
tributors.”

The new plant will be

equipped to produce
1,50,000 cylinders per
annum with scope to ex-
pand up to 2,00,000 cylin-
ders as the demand in-
creases. PIL has more than
25 domestic and global cus-
